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12. Remote Learning Update 
  
Dear parents,  
 
As mentioned in previous communication, teachers and specialists have prepared 
learning tasks in order to work remotely in the event of a school closure. Students in Prep - 
Year 2 have work packs, which are to be collected from school. Students from Years 3-6 
will be contacted by their classroom teacher and participate in online learning, using the 
Google suite of apps.  
 
If you have signed the CareMonkey regarding loaning a Chromebook from the school, 
these devices are also available. We remind those families that it is the responsibility of the 
family/student to take appropriate care of the Chromebook and, should the 
Chromebook be in any way damaged or lost throughout its loan period, the family will 
accept financial responsibility. Classroom teachers have revisited the ‘Acceptable Use of 
ICT Policy’ and any breaches on our digital platform will result in suspension of accounts. 
 
Please note, the learning packs/Chromebooks are not to be used for any purpose other 
than schoolwork until April 14.  
 
These learning packs and Chromebooks are available for collection from the classrooms 
on Wednesday March 25 only. We request that families with the surname starting A-M 
collect their packs between 8.30-10.30am. Families with surnames N-Z collect their packs 
between 10.30-12.30pm.  
 
In order to adhere to social distancing requirements, families are to only enter the building 
through the front office and will be allowed into the school in groups of 10. Students will 
not be allocated their remote learning packs unless a parent/guardian is present.  
 
We again stress that these resources are only to be accessed as of Tuesday April 14. 
Teachers will not be providing additional work until the commencement of Term 2.  
 
At the commencement of Term 2, more detailed information will follow regarding our 
strategic plan for remote learning and how this will look for our students and families.
